Speyside, whilst a 17 year
old Teannich from the
Northern Highlands is another
malt that should be seen more
often.

For those who like their Classic
Malts to come from Islay, the
unusual and rare unpeated
cask strength Caol Ila, this year
bottled at an oldest-yet 18
years old, and the distinctive 12
year old cask
strength Lagavulin are equally
excellent.

Exquisitely
blended and named
Collectivum XXVIII, it
showcases the skills of our
Master Distillers.
