The vineyards, occupying 105

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Blanche are cultivated using
organic methods, then vinified
and distilled at the Chateau.

They use Gascony oak to age
their Armmagnacs, selected
from local forests and dried in
the open air for three years
before being assembled into
barrels. With vintages and
ageing stock dating back to
1855, Chateau de Laubade is
renowned in the French and
export markets for producing
the highest quality Armagnac.

Tasting Note: A blend of
armagnacs of at least six years
old, this VSOP shows aromas
of violets and vanilla.
