winemaking, results in a range
of wines which represent the
pinnacle of quality that the
Barossa has to offer. Oak plays
only a supporting role, while
the wines are fragrant and
beautifully textured with a
great capacity to age. They're a
world away from the inky,
lavishly oaked reds that came
to typify Barossa in the 1990's
and 2000's

Only 20% of their wine is
exported, the rest is sold
directly via mailing list to
clients in Australia - allocations
for the UK are tiny

Rockford Rod and Spur Shiraz
Cabernet is 2/3 Shiraz, 1/3
Cabernet — a traditional Aussie
blend of yesteryear —
perfumed, silky backcurrant,
damson and licorice fruits with
soft, long tannins.
