The 16 hectare
Domaine Nigri was created in
1685 and has been owned and
run by the Lacoste family for
four generations. Today the
estate is undergoing
conversion to organic
certification. Made from 80%
Gros Manseng - 20% Petit
Manseng, grown on clay-
limestone soils. Hand
